Os documentos microfilmados da COLEGCAO ASMOB foram organizados pelo préprio
ASMOB entre os anos 1982 e 1983, em Mildo, Itdlia, na Fundagdo Giangiacomo Feltrinelli. Esta
organizacdo consta nos catalogos 82 e 83 - em inglés -, que aqui digitalizamos e
reformatamos, adaptando-os a nossa padronizagao dos instrumentos de pesquisa.

Este catdlogo da colecdo ASMOB esta dividido em duas partes, seguindo os dois
catalogos existentes: Catalogo da Colecdo ASMOB 82 e Catalogo da Colegcdao ASMOB 83.

Historico do ASMOB

O Archivio Storico del Movimento Operaio Brasiliano - ASMOB - nasceu da preocupacao
de alguns brasileiros exilados na Italia, na década de 70, em preservar a memoria dos
movimentos sociais e democraticos, considerados naquele momento como subvertores da
ordem e da segurancga nacional brasileiras.

O espaco fisico necessario para dar inicio a esse projeto foi cedido pela Fondazione
Giangiacomo Feltrinelli, com sede em Mildo.

Com o falecimento de Roberto Morena (sindicalista, membro da CGT e da Federacao
Sindical Mundial) em 1978, em Praga, seu arquivo foi remetido para Mildao por Lindolfo Silva,
gue também se encontrava exilado, e foram complementados posteriormente, com os
documentos enviados do Brasil pela vidva de Morena. Esse conjunto deu inicio, em 1977, as
colegdes e arquivos que foram reunidos e preservados pelo ASMOB.

No mesmo ano foi possivel retirar do Brasil, a partir de esforcos de brasileiros exilados
e de outros que resistiam a ditadura, o arquivo de Astrojildo Pereira, figura impar do
jornalismo revolucionario, critico literario, lider da Confederacdao Operaria Brasileira, fundador
do PCB em 1922, incorporando-o ao acervo do ASMOB.

Durante sua permanéncia na Itdlia, o ASMOB recebeu doacbes valiosas, tanto de
personalidades mundialmente conhecidas como Luiz Carlos Prestes, Oscar Niemayer e Jorge
Amado, como de exilados que continuaram lutando pela volta da democracia no Brasil.

Apds 17 anos no exilio o acervo retorna ao Brasil passando a ser propriedade do
Instituto Astrojildo Pereira. Em agosto de 1994 a UNESP o recebe sob custddia e passa a ser
seu fiel depositario. Seu valor para a pesquisa é inestimavel, ja que pode ser considerado
inédito no Brasil, pois foram poucos 0s nossos pesquisadores que puderam ter acesso as suas
informagdes, enquanto permaneceu na Italia.

Esse acervo é composto pelos seguintes conjuntos documentais:

FUNDO ASTROJILDO PEREIRA - Uma das mais importantes fontes sobre as primeiras
organizacgdes operarias no Brasil, do movimento anarquista a fundagcdo do Partido Comunista
Brasileiro. Dele fazem parte, além dos jornais e revistas, atas de reunides de organismos de
base do periodo anarquista ao comunista, uma farta documentacdo sobre conferéncias de
base, regionais e sobre reunides do Comité Central do PCB até 1930. Destaca-se a
correspondéncia enviada e recebida por Astrojildo Pereira com militantes, dirigentes e com o
Bureau sul-americano da Internacional Comunista, sua produgdo e critica literaria, e seus



estudos sobre Machado de Assis.

FUNDO ROBERTO MORENA - E formado por uma colegdo de aproximadamente 1500 cartas,
que cobrem o periodo de 1945 até o inicio dos anos 70. E composto também por uma colecao
de jornais e revistas politicas e sindicais, recolhida ao longo de sua longa militancia no Brasil e
no exterior. Destaca-se o dossié de imprensa, organizado como instrumento de trabalho para a
sua atividade editorial e de intervengao politica.

COLECAO ASMOB - E formada por panfletos, revistas, jornais, livros e outros tipos de
documentos, doados por militantes de diversas organizacdes e partidos, que se encontravam
exilados em varios paises, nas décadas de 60 e 70. A documentacdo reunida nessa colegdo é
particularmente importante para as pesquisas sobre a esquerda brasileira daquele periodo,
incluindo as organizacdes armadas. O ASMOB dispde de uma colegcao de documentos sobre a
vida da didspora brasileira no exterior, registrando suas atividades politicas e culturais. Como
exemplo, pode-se mencionar a colegdo do Comité Central do Partido Comunista Brasileiro no
exilio e do Tribunal Russell II sobre o julgamento dos crimes cometidos contra os direitos
humanos nas ditaduras latino-americanas na década de 1970.

DOCUMENTOS ICONOGRAFICOS - Colecdo de fotografias referentes aos varios arquivos e
colegcdbes do ASMOB e de cartazes produzidos no exterior, cujos temas dizem respeito ao
periodo da ditadura brasileira.

BIBLIOTECA - Conta com 2.500 volumes aproximadamente, em grande parte referentes a
histéria do movimento operario brasileiro e latino-americano.

HEMEROTECA - Composta por aproximadamente 2.000 titulos de jornais, boletins e revistas de
diversos formatos, publicados em varios paises, desde o final do século XIX até os anos 90.
Fazem parte deste material exemplares da imprensa anarquista publicados no Brasil em lingua
italiana, castelhana e alema. Além do material relacionado com as primeiras manifestacdes da
presenca operaria na histdria do Brasil, contém uma série de titulos da imprensa comunista, do
nascimento do PCB aos periodos de legalidade, semilegalidade e ilegalidade deste partido.

DEPOIMENTOS ORAIS - Testemunhos orais de personalidades e militantes, fazem parte de um
projeto mantido pelo ASMOB, enquanto estava sediado em Mildao, pois muitos protagonistas
das lutas sociais brasileiras nao tinham a possibilidade de deixar um testemunho escrito sobre
a sua vida politica. Esta sendo reorganizado para ter continuidade no CEDEM.

Descricao/Organizacao dos documentos:

A COLECAO ASMOB, existente no Arquivo de Meméria Operdria do Rio de Janeiro, foi
adquirida, em 1992, pela Universidade Federal do Rio de Janeiro, junto ao Archivio Storico del
Movimento Operaio Brasiliano, entdo localizado na Fundacao Giangiacomo Feltrinelli, sediada
em Mildo. Estd descrita nos catadlogos 82 e 83, elaborados pelo ASMOB, sob diregdo de José
Luiz Del Roio.

O acervo é composto por microfilmes. Grande parte destes contém periddicos
anarquistas, comunistas, sindicais, de exilados, de combate a ditadura militar no Brasil pos-
1964, de movimentos feministas etc.

No catdlogo 82 temos: 1) Periddicos de tendéncias anarquistas e comunistas,
publicados no Brasil e no exterior.

No catalogo 83 temos periddicos: 1) publicagdes Latino Americanas; 2) Jornais e
Revistas publicados no Brasil (de tendéncias anarquistas e comunistas); 3) Panfletos; 4) Exilio
de brasileiros; 5) Publicagdes feministas.

Existem ainda colecdes do ASMOB que estdo em processo de catalogacdao no AMORIJ.
Estas fazem parte do catadlogo que nomeamos, provisoriamente, como “Catalogo 2006”, no
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qual constam as seguintes colegdes: 1) Resisténcia a ditadura e solidariedade internacional; 2)
Arquivo Astrojildo Pereira — contém documentos textuais (manuscritos e/ou datilografados) e
documentos impressos (folhetos) -, esta disposto em 11 rolos de 16 mm e 1 rolo de 35 mm;
3) Arquivo Roberto Morena - contém documentos textuais (manuscritos e/ou datilografados) e
documentos impressos (folhetos) -, disposto em 18 rolos de 16 mm.

O Acervo totaliza 133 rolos, sendo 80 rolos de 16 mm e 53 rolos de 35 mm, totalizando
98.789 fotogramas.

Foreword

During the course of these last years, the study of the popular classes and in
particular the brazialian worker's movement has intesely developed in Brazil as well as
abroad. Many are the theses, books and magazines that have been published or are to
be published in the near future regarding these topics. But this has been a very difficult
assignment, being that the lack of sources is a known fact. Few are the archives and
libraries that have access to substantial documentation. Those that do exist, and for the
most part access to them is not all easy, are spread out all over Brazil and the world.
This is a result of the repressive, reactionary and restrictive terms that the brazialian ruling
class has almost always established with the organized worker's movement. Because of
this, the political and trade-union branches, or the schools, cultural centers and libraries
tied to the movement were sistematically raided and the material was confiscated and
destroyed. In order to facilitate the work of all of those who have dedicated themselves to
this field of study, we have made this catalogue available. The collection of periodical
publications which are presented here, cover a span of eight decades. It clearly reflects
the atmosphere in which the brazilian worker's movement were born, developed and
consolidated. The newspaper, suffocated by oppression and by a lack of material,
circulated and disappeared after only a few issue, to then come back into circulation.
Many of these were underground publication. Behind their pages, which at times contain
spelling errors, unsatisfactory print, or are presented on sheet of different dimensions
(because they were printed with was on han), lie the dedication, the sacrifice and maybe
the lives of thousands of men and women.

The material presented here not only covers a period of time, but also the vast
brazilian territory with headings compiled from north to south Brazil. It embraces a vast
range of political positions.

We therefore, believe to contribute in this way to the understanding of the brazilian
worker's movement, through its publications and to better the quality of its studies.

3) Pamphlets

The political pamphlet is the most capillary and profound form of influencing those
elements which constitute the tradeunion organizations and the worker's
Movement Party.

After President Joao Goulart's deposition in April, 1964 and above all
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with the coming into force of the Institutional Act n. 5 of 1969, thousands of
political, tradeunion and student body leaders along with intellectuals and
militants of various organizations and political parties, went into exile. They
were dispersed in many different countries.
